MAMMUT – Launch 
 
MAMMUT stands for a new stanchion vehicle made by DOLL to be 

used for short wood transportation. More stable, less weight, more 

sustainable, easy handling for repairs and exchanges. DOLL has been 

building stools and stakes for decades, but so far exclusively for the 

long wood section. The newly developed short wood stools and stakes 

have been undergoing a European long-term test during the last two 

years showing excellent results. Since their official launch in 2006 they 

have experienced a high reception. 

 

 

DOLL LOGO, the semi-trailers for log transportation, are presenting 

their new undercarriage,  LED lightning, completely overhauled rear 

end including HELLA rear lights, a lower underrun protection device 

securing all lights. Outstanding: The cover sheets are not counter-

sunk any longer, but assembled flush with the main frame. This 

reduces soiling and damage of the lower devices like electrical and 

hydraulic components. An innovative locking concept is another clear 

advantage in the line of safety. 

 

Another novelty with the DOLL long wood trailers is an eye-catching 

flat design line of the self-steerer. The bevelled tail section is a clear 

advantage for the safety during loading and unloading. The lifespan of 
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DOLL self-steerers has is already legendary, but these latest technical 

innovations will serve to extend it even further: 

 

- New undercarriage 

- Extended slewing ring base 
- Bevelled tail section 

- Functionally redesigned tail section 

- New hydraulic steering 

- Hydraulic winch 

- LED lighting

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Heavy Load and Special Transportation 
 

DOLL has committed itself far beyond the mere vehicle construction to 

diverse panels for the customer’s concern. This includes the intense 

examination of specified requirements from the building trade, and 

also the cooperation with amalgamations of heavy load companies 

like BigMove, a joint venture of presently 12 forwarders. This 

knowledge about concrete requirements is leading to extremely 

interesting vehicle developments. DOLL will present some of these at 

the IAA. 

 

The DOLL VARIO S5H-T is a semi-trailer with a double telescope 

extendable  to a length of 22,3 meters. This vehicle possesses a 

gooseneck in front with an outside frame allowing additional loading 

space. Exceptionally clever: The cranked axis, which enables a lower 

fixed central frame, and thus comes up to a loading height of only  880 

mm. This basic version weighs less than 17 tons. The BigMove Group 

will in future use this trailer as one of ten ordered DOLL fleet trailers. 

 

With the T2H-F – S3/18 DOLL is for the first time presenting this low-

loading trailer as an 18 ton version with the main frame lying outside 

at the retractable gooseneck. The ultra short chassis together with the 

5,50 meters telescope enables - edged together - an extension of the 

vehicle of 6,70 – 12,20 meters (crank pivot to rear end). Loading 

height is 300 mm. 

 

The platform models of the DOLL VARIO series have been setting 

standards in the market for many years. Low weight, robust 

workmanship with a long lifespan, reliable stirring and lag performance 

– a dependable every day assistant with high investment security. 

DOLL has been vindicating the market leadership with this classic 

model for many years. DOLL will be presenting the VARIO P3H for 

the plateau-trailer series at the IAA. 
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Mobile Systems – 
DOLL – far ahead of things all around the world 

 

There is enough worldwide competition for DOLL to be taken 

seriously. It is therefore a notable sign of reassurance to be certified 

as one amongst only four worldwide companies to develop a 

prototype catering truck for the latest “super bird” – the Airbus A380. 

The first of these trucks is presently being built in Oppenau. 

 

The reference list of DOLL Catering Trucks reads like the departure 

boards at the airport: From Uzbekistan to Cairo, from Copenhagen to 

Lisbon – in all those places you will find DOLL Catering Trucks. 

Passengers get their supplies with the help of DOLL vehicles in the 

United Arab Emirates as well as in Hanover or Amsterdam. At present 

hundreds of Catering Trucks and Medical Lifts  - these are vehicles 

with lift shears and special box constructions for sick or immobile 

passengers – are being used all around the globe.  

 

The product range of DOLL Mobile Systems contains far more than 

the “Ground Equipment” systems. The catering Trucks are among 

those systems. DOLL builds mobile field kitchens, mobile garages and 

technical control centres, monitoring and supply units. This concept 

line is called DOLL Box Body Line, and it consists of various trunk 

systems: 

 

- Fix Line – firmly attached boxes (e.g. mobile garages) or 

- Swap Line – boxes can be taken apart (e.g. mobile kitchens),    

available in either hook-lift or container versions. 

- Module Line – modular structured box assembly, also feasible 

as a semi-trailer assembly (e.g. mobile decontamination 

station) and 

- Tech Line – box system with special technical requirements 

(e.g. x-ray stations for truck controls, test bodies etc.) 
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Facing the Tech Line it becomes clear how reliable coacting of the 

DOLL core competences – steel construction, hydraulic systems, 

pneumatics and electrics – work. 

 

These systems set high demands on vehicle construction. They can’t 

even rudimentary be compared with standard boxes of the established 

sandwich constructions. Thanks to their hard-wearing design they are 

used in exceptionally difficult terrain or in extreme temperature zones.
